Claimed to  be a Christian

Chu rch but  did  not  rea lly

love the Lord  - just

mentioned Him  once in a

while at special occass ions

or holidays.  They did not

allow  the teaching of false

doctrines in the church, but

they never really preached

salvation, judgement, or

literal He ll in any  of their

sermons.  The sermo ns

we re ma inly “ fee l good”

messages, not convecting

sermons o f faith.

Did not preach on His love,

saving grace,  or judgement

of wickedness.  The focus

was  not 100%  on the

Savior.

Th is church believ ed  fully

in the Lord as their Savior

for which they suffered at

the hands of the community.

A poo r church financially,

but rich in faith and wors hip

which was  more important

to the Lord that the ir

wea lth.

Th is chu rch  was  mixing

Ch ristianity with w orld ly

secular doctrines.  The

c o n g r e g a t i o n  w a s

developing the ir ow n rule s

and doctrines of worship as

they w ent along.  They

attempted to live both in the

Christian life as w ell as the

world.  They just could not

sepa rate righteousness from

wickedness and abandon

secular b ehavior.

Th is church was doing all

the right things on the

outside and  in  the v iew of

the com munity, but they

we re following a wicked

teacher (leader) that was

teaching a  false doc trine.  

In  the  e y es  of  th e

com munity they seemed

holy, but inside the church

they had accepted a false

doctrine.

Th is chu rch   was  living on

the ir  old  rep uta tion  of a

witnessing and zealous

Christian congregation on

fire for th e Lord .  Bu t in

reality, and w hen pre ssed  to

perform  or deliver Christian

service the y floundere d.  

T h e  c o n g r e g a t i o n a l

membe rs could not  ever

find the time or tithes to get

the job done, the y  w ere to

busy in their own world.

They had been distracted

and caug ht-up in w orld ly

events and preoccupations.

Thus church w as growing,

worshiping, witnessing, and

abo unding in faith. 

The congregation had some

o p p o s i ti on f rom l o c al

community outsiders that

they did not handle  or

neutralize.  

They  were allowing these

outside forces to  interfere

with their worship and

grow th instead of  banding

together to overcome them

T h i s  c h u r c h  a n d

c o n g r e g a t i o n  h a d

reconfigured this church

into a country club.  They

we re rich, arrogant, and

snobs tha t va lued  the ir

we alth over faith.  One

co uld say that they thought

they were equal or better

than God. There was no

tolerance for humility or

poverty.

It was  not the wealth and

possessions  they had  that

ruined them, b ut instead

the i r  a t t i t u d e t o w a rd

materialism as their god that

prom pted the  letter.

Sermons  we re cha nged to

presentations, mus icals, and

m o t i v a t i o n a l  s e l f- h e lp

seminars - the Gospel had

been abandoned.
